According to the cycling facilities nomograph OTM Book 18, the corridor along Edgemont St, Central
Ave, Graham Ave and Frederick Ave warrants Bicycle Boulevards, whereas Montclair Ave warrants
designated facilities due to the posted speed limit of 50 km/h. As traffic calming is a component of a
Bicycle Boulevard project, it is recommended that Montclair Ave be reduced from 50 km/h to 40 km/h
as part of this project.

According to the TAC Manual Nomograph it is recommended that a buffered bike lane be
implemented based on the segment characteristics. However, it is presumed that with the speed limit
decreasing along portions of the corridor since the time of the study provided, the 85" percentile
speed will have decreased as well, thus warranting bicycle boulevards as the cycling facility suitable
for this corridor. As soon as current (2023) 85" percentile speed data is available, the TAC
nomograph will be updated to reflect this.

Furthermore, the implementation of a cycling facility along these corridors will provide cyclists with a
safe connection to and from various schools, parks and existing on-street cycling facilities (Cannon St

& Lawrence Rd) and Pipeline Trail. In addition, a bicycle boulevard along with traffic calming
elements along this corridor provides a safe alternative for travel and contributes to building healthy
and sustainable communities while creating a balanced multi modal transportation system. This
corridor is identified in the Cycling Master Plan (CMP) for cycling facilities, thus implementing bicycle
boulevards will help achieve the goals set out in the CMP. The Complete Streets Audit Tool are
located at the end of the document to provide further enhancement for the rationale.
